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Use when applicable.  Add to SSP 15-010.

Delete "culverts" or "pipelines" if only one type of facility is to be abandoned.

If the volume of backfill is ≥4 m3, provide a separate pay item.

If the pipe to be abandoned is composed of hazardous material, for example, asbestos, consider removal and contact the District Hazardous Materials coordinator.

ABANDON CULVERT AND PIPE LINE

Existing culverts and utility pipelines, where shown on the plans to be abandoned, shall be abandoned in place or, at the option of the Contractor, the culverts and pipelines shall be removed and disposed of.  Resulting openings into existing structures that are to remain in place shall be plugged with concrete conforming to the provisions in Section 90‑10 "Minor Concrete," of the Standard Specifications.  The concrete shall contain not less than 300 kg of cementitious material per cubic meter.
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Abandoning culverts and pipelines in place shall conform to the following:

1.
Culverts and pipelines that intersect the side slopes shall be removed to a depth of not less than one meter measured normal to the plane of the finished side slope, before being abandoned.

2.
Culverts and pipelines 300 mm in diameter and larger, shall, at the Contractor's option, be backfilled with either sand, controlled low strength material or slurry cement backfill conforming to the provisions in Section 19‑3.062, "Slurry Cement Backfill," of the Standard Specifications by any method acceptable to the Engineer that completely fills the pipe.  Sand backfill material shall be clean, free draining, and free from roots and other deleterious substances.

3.
The ends of culverts and pipelines shall be securely closed by a 150 mm thick tight fitting plug or wall of commercial quality concrete.
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Culverts and pipelines shall not be abandoned until their use is no longer required.  The Contractor shall notify the Engineer in advance of any intended culvert or pipeline abandonment.

Use Paras 4 & 5 if volume of backfill is ≥4 m3.
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If the Contractor elects to remove and dispose of a culvert or pipeline which is specified to be abandoned, as provided herein, backfill specified for the pipe will be measured and paid for in the same manner as if the culvert or pipeline has been abandoned in place.
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Backfill will be measured by the cubic meter determined from the dimensions of the culverts and pipelines to be abandoned.

6.  Use with Paras 4 & 5 when sand backfill is paid for separately.

The contract price paid per cubic meter for sand backfill shall include full compensation for furnishing all labor, materials, tools, equipment, and incidentals, and for doing all the work involved in backfilling culverts and pipelines with sand, complete in place, as shown on the plans, as specified in the Standard Specifications and these special provisions, and as directed by the Engineer.
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Controlled low strength material and slurry cement backfill, if used at the Contractor's option, will be measured and paid for by the cubic meter as sand backfill.

8.  Edit as required.  Delete phrase "...(including sand, controlled low strength material or slurry cement backfill)..." when backfill is paid for separately.  Delete Para 8 if Para 9 is used.

Full compensation for concrete plugs, pipe removal, structure excavation, and backfill (including sand, controlled low strength material or slurry cement backfill) shall be considered as included in the contract unit price paid for abandon culvert and pipeline and no additional compensation will be allowed therefor.

9.  Edit as required.  Delete phrase "...(including sand, controlled low strength material or slurry cement backfill)..." when backfill is paid for separately.  Delete Para 9 if Para 8 is used.

Full compensation for concrete plugs, pipe removal, structure excavation, and backfill (including sand, controlled low strength material or slurry cement backfill) shall be considered as included in the contract price paid per meter for abandon culvert and pipeline and no additional compensation will be allowed therefor.
