fueling system is to be picked up, giving the Engineer a full description of the material, and the time the material will be 
picked up. 

The above ground fuel storage tank and fueling system, will be furnished to the Contractor at 13560 Evening Creek Dr. 
N, San Diego, CA, 92128. 

 
SYSTEM DESCRIPTION 
 
Storage Specifications: 
 
1. Nominal capacity is 3785 liters. 
 
2. System is capable of storing liquids with specific gravity up to 1.1; specifically intended for storage of No. 2 diesel 

fuel. 
 
3. Nominal Dimensions:  Rectangular, approximately 3658 mm by 2134 mm by 1524 mm. 
 
4. Approximate weight is 1900 kg. 
 
PART 2  EXECUTION 
 
INSTALLATION 
 
Tank shall be loaded and off-loaded on site using a crane. 
Products shall be protected from damage during delivery, storage, and handling.  The Contractor shall exercise care in 

loading, unloading, storing, and during installation to prevent damage to tanks and appurtenances. 
System shall be installed in accordance with manufacturer's instructions. 
 
FIELD QUALITY CONTROL 
 
Manufacturers' Field Service: The Contractor shall provide initial system start-up by a factory-certified representative.  

The State will provide fuel delivery prior to start-up and acceptance. 
 
CLEANING 
 
Tank shall be cleaned in accordance with manufacturer's instructions.  Tank shall be clean inside and out and free of 

deleterious substances prior to the initial system start-up. 
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
