Key Issues and Concerns
	· The only MPOs in CA that currently have targets are the ones required to have ones on GHG emissions under SB 375.  
· Flexibility is needed in how targets are set and will not be the same for all MPOs.  Targets related to person travel, not vehicles may do a better job of accounting for the land use efforts made under SB 375 & the focus on transit expansion in some areas. Better measures would be VMT/ person or occupancy.
· It would be effective, like the congestion management agency process, to focus on each agency improving, not just meeting a specific numeric target. 
· The State is just starting the process of producing a freight plan. CALTRANS is holding meetings with stakeholder groups at this time so they are a ways from setting freight related targets. 
· We talked about NCHRP 666 approaches to setting targets, top down  vs. bottom up. California has some history in rolling up goals, objectives and targets from the local level up to the Statewide with the congestion and GHG efforts.  Working this way, the group saw a problem with the MAP 21  deadlines for having State targets before MPO ones.  They decided that they would probably work toward establishing MPO targets at the same time as State efforts so they could work bottom up. 


Next Steps and Strategies to Move Forward
	· Convene a working group, possibly modeled after the SB 375 working group.  Joan and Thomas volunteered to help coordinate.

· The Rural and Small MPO planning group (Bryan Davey?) also intended to start coordination on these performance based planning items so they could contribute the State’s efforts.
